Updated Information of Physiotherapy Grade Review (Second Version)

On 23 June 2003, the Physiotherapy Grade Review Working Group delivered a new preliminary draft of the consultation paper of Physiotherapy Grade Review. There are some new recommendations compared with the previous one. The differences are listed as follows:

1. Changes in “Key Objectives of the Grade Review”

· To explore new roles and responsibilities of physiotherapists with respect to the changes in service direction, nature and delivery models in HA

· To enhance human resources capability and rewarding performance by developing core competencies at different staffing levels for a compatible ranking structure

· To upgrade the entry qualification for the new ranking structure
